Installation

Anti-tip bracket installation
To avoid the risk of serious personal injury or damage to the appliance due to the instability of the appliance, it must be fixed

to the floor with anti-tip brackets and screws(supplied). Before installing, carefully read these instructions.

1. Take the fixing brackets(2pcs) and the expansion bolts(2pcs) out of the instruction packet.
2. Dirill holes into the floor according to the dimensions shown below. This will allow you to fix the brackets to the floor.
According to the size and location, the holes on the floor should be &0.39

TIP: Use painter’s tape to judge how deep of a hole you are drilling. First, cut a piece of painter’s tape several inches long. Then, place
the tape on your drill bit at the depth of the expansion bolts shield to drill. Once you reach the tape, you know when to stop drilling. Don’t

drill too deep

3. (A) Next insert the expansion bolt into the drilled hole. Make sure it is flush to the floor.
(B) Unscrew the nut, washer and lock ring from the screw. ” (10mm).

4. Next, align the bracket hole with the screw and reattach the washer and lock ring. Finally, tighten the nut with a
wrench or socket to the maximum. As you tighten the shield, it will bend outwards, creating an anchor that provides

extra security for your unit.

5. Push the appliance back into its place, Ensure that the bottom of the opening slides under the bracket, as shown in the
example below.

If the unit is not stable, pull back the appliance and repeat the previous step until the unit is stable.
NOTE: IF THE UNIT IS RELOCATED, THE BRACKET MUST BE REMOVED AND RE-INSTALLED TO ITS NEW LOCATION.

Installation of Your Wine Cooler/Beverage cooler

» Installation: This appliance is designed for free-standing installation or built-in (fully recessed) setup. Refer to the
sticker located at the back of the appliance for installation guidelines.

* Intended use: The appliance is exclusively intended for the storage of wine or beverages. Please refrain from using it
for any other purpose.

» Level Surface: Ensure to place the appliance on a level surface capable of supporting its full weight, especially when
fully loaded. To check for levelness, place a small ball on top and make sure it does not roll in any direction. If needed,
adjust the front leveling leg located at the bottom of the Wine Cooler/Beverage Cooler.

» Avoid Direct Sunlight and Heat: Position the appliance away from direct sunlight and heat sources such as stoves,
heaters, or radiators. Direct sunlight can affect the acrylic coating, and heat sources may lead to increased electrical
consumption.

Before using Your Wine cooler

Remove the exterior and interior packing.

Before connecting the Wine cooler/Beverage cooler to the power source, let it stand upright for approximately 12
hours. This will reduce the possibility of a malfunction in the cooling system from handling during transportation
Clean the interior surface with lukewarm water using a soft cloth.

This appliance is intended to be used in household and similar applications such as

If it is used for the first time or not used for a long time, the temperature will be different from the set
temperature and the LCD display temperature.

Shelves

+ To prevent damaging a door gasket, make sure to open the door all the way before pulling the shelves out of
their track. Make sure the door is opened all the way.

» For easy access to the storage content, you must pull the shelves approximately 1/3 out of the track, however
this unit was designed with a notch on each sides of the shelf tracks to prevent bottles frun falling.

Please refer to the followig direction for replace shelf with different method. If need to take out any shelf, use one
hand to press down the right plastic notch as shown in Figure A and at the same time lift the left plastic notch by
other hand as shown Figure B. Hold both notches and then proceed to pull out the shelf slowly. Contact our service
department if assistance is needed.

Charcoal Filtration system:

Your wine is a living object that breathes through the cork of its bottle. In order to preserve the quality and taste of your
fine wines, they must be stored at the ideal temperature and ambient conditions. Your cellar is equipped with an active
charcoal filtration system to ensure air purity, cooling efficiency, and to maintain an odor free cabinet for the storage of
your fine wines. The filter assembly is located at the rear panel inside your cellar.

Keep in mind, that this filter must be changed every 12 months.
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Operating Instruction (continued)

To replace your filter

Remove the bottles of wine stored on the two (2) shelves in front of the filter.

Remove the shelves and set aside to be replaced once you have changed the filter.

Hold the filter and turn it at 45 degrees in the counter

Remove the existing filter and replace with a new one.

Put the new filter into the hole and then turn the filter at 45 degrees in clockwise direction.
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Turn Left to remove filter.

Care and Maintenace:

*  Clean your Wine Cooler/Beverage Cooler

Tum off the power, unplug the appliance, and remove all items including shelves and rack. Wash the inside surfaces with
a warm water and mild solution. Wash the shelves with a mild detergent solution. Wring excess water out of the sponge or
cloth when cleaning area of the controls, or any electrical parts. Wash the outside cabinet with warm water and mild liquid
detergent. Rinse well and wipe dry with a clean soft cloth.

*  Power failure

Most power failures are corrected within a few hours and should not affect the temperature of your appliance if you
minimize the number of times the door is opened. If the power is going to be off for a long period of time, you need to take
the proper steps to protect your contents.

* Vacation Time

Short vacations: Leave the Wine Cooler/Beverage Cooler operating during vacations of less than three weeks.If the
appliance will not be used for several months, remove all items and tum off the appliance. Clean and dry the interior
thoroughly. To prevent odor and mold growth, leave the door open slightly: blocking it open if necessary.

*  Moving your Wine Cooler/Beverage Cooer:

- Remove all items.

- Take out the loose items inside the wine cooler / Beverage Cooler (such as shelf), or fix the loose items with the foam
- Turn the adjustable leg up to the base to avoid damage.

Tape the door shut.

Be sure the appliance stays secure in the upright position during transportation. Also protect outside of appliance with a
blanket or similar items.

» Energy saving tips

The Wine Cooler/Beverage Cooler should be located in the coolest area of the room, away from producing appliances,
and out of the direct sunlight.

Troubleshooting

the cost of a possible service call. Try the suggestions below to see if you solve the
problem before calling the servicer.
